Margie has been 

serving the District for the last six years in many capacities to include Chairman of the 

Warm Springs Family Day of Rotary.    For the 2007-2008 Rotary year, Margie was se-

lected as District Rotarian of the Year.  Most recently, she is serving as the District Secre-

tary and Database Administrator.   She has 11 years of service to Rotary and is a multi-

ple Paul Harris Fellow.  

 

You should be advised, however, that District Resolution 86-9, adopted at the Jekyll Is-

land Rotary District  6900  Conference on April 29, 1986  calls for a  procedure for Nomi-

nating by the District Nominating Committee,ò which includes as paragraph (5) the fol-

lowing: 

ñNothing in this resolution shall be construed as forbidding nominations from the floor 

at the District Conference.  A Club intending to nominate from the floor at the Confer-

ence shall (no later than 60 days before the Conference), be required to  

 

Notify the District Governor in writing of its intentions,  

Give him/her the name of the candidate, and  

Submit all documentation required as if the candidate had been initially submitted for 

consideration by the Nominating Committee.ò 

 

If no nominations are received from the clubs by the District Governor in accordance 

with this paragraph, then the District Governor Nominee selected by the Committee shall 

be declared the Nominee by the District Governor. 

 

Sixty days prior to this yearôs Rotary District 6900 Conference falls on February 24,

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 Dr. Raymond Kotwicki and Elizabeth Finnerty from Skyland Trail spoke about mental illnesses and the costs to soci-

ety.  Their private center treats mental illnesses such as depression, schizophrenia, and bipolar disorder.  They have residential 

and day treatment 

 Dr Kotwicki spoke about suicide rates is the 3rd highest killer of teenagers after accidental death and murder.  Suicides 

attempts among people with other mental illnesses is very high compared to the general population. 

 Many homeless people have mental illnesses and many people with mental illnesses have a hard time keeping jobs and 

their homes. 

 Treatment and counseling help with all these illnesses but there is no cure for some.  There are significant improve-

ments in drug therapies however. 

 Ms Finnerty mentioned that the Stateôs approach to privatizing our mental hospitals has been tried unsuccessfully in 

other states, but we seem to be going ahead anyway against the advice of the mental health experts.  One good thing is that 

adult mental health is being removed from DHR and put in Dept of Behavioral Services.
