The Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation has awarded US$255 million to Rotary International in the global 

effort to eradicate polio, bringing the total committed by Rotary and the Gates Foundation to $555 million. 

Shortly after meeting with incoming district governors from the four countries where the wild poliovirus 

is endemic -- Afghanistan, India, Nigeria, and Pakistan -- Bill Gates announced the new grant on Wednes-

day morning at the International Assembly in San Diego, California, USA. 

òRotarians, government leaders, and health professionals have made a phenomenal commitment to get 
us to a point at which polio afflicts only a small number of the worldõs children,ó Gates said. òHowever, 

complete elimination of the poliovirus is difficult and will continue to be difficult for a number of years. 

Rotary in particular has inspired my own personal commitment to get deeply involved in achieving eradi-

cation.ó 

In the February 13, 2009, issue of the Atlanta Business Chronicle C. O. Hollis was 
interviewed regarding the internal auditing profession.  Here is an excerpt of the 
article. 
 
Internal auditors still serve their traditional role of internal watchdogs, but the bad-
cop label theyôve dealt with in the past has now given way to a more nuanced part-
nership with executives, helping companies move forward on objectives. 
 ñThere is a much larger role now that auditors play than 10 or 15 years 
ago,ò said C.O. Hollis, chief audit officer at Morehouse College. ñWe are not here 
just to zing you. We want to be a partner to move the organization forward, and in 
many cases the internal audit function is essential to that.ò 
Hollis said internal auditors have in the past received a bad reputation among col-
leagues, 
though even today, a little of that remains helpful. 
ñItôs a double-edged sword. We are nice, we are friendly and there to 
help. But we are there to investigate people who are not doing the right thing,ò 
he said.
